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*Study Design A*

In a 5-year clinical trial, 1553 men aged 18 to 41 years with mild to moderate men with hair loss were
put on either Finasteride or placebo after doctor’s diagnosis. The objective was to investigate the
efficacy and safety profile of Finasteride. Measurements included hair count, physicians’ and
patients’ global assessment, and third party photographic assessment.

In this study, it was shown that 90% of men treated with Finasteride for 5 years stopped visible hair
loss vs baseline, p<0.001 (25% of men on placebo no further hair loss), 65% of men had an increase in
hair count compared to baseline, p<0.001 (100% of men on placebo had a decrease in hair count). In
this study, the incidence of drug-related sexual adverse events s less than 2%. These adverse effects
resolved in men who discontinued therapy as well as in most men who continued therapy. Identify the
dose used, duration of treatment and primary endpoint for the study.
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What causes male pattern hair loss?

Family history
If you have a history of hair loss on either side of your family, you
may have an increased risk for male pattern hair loss.

DHT (Dihydrotestosterone)

Men with male pattern hair loss have elevated levels of DHT in their
balding scalps. The level of DHT is believed to contribute to the
progressive shrinking of hair follicles and decrease in the number
of visible hairs.

Surgical treatment : Hair Transplantation

Hair transplantation involves the removal of strips of skin
containing active, healthy follicles from the back of the head,
cutting them into small plugs and replanting them into bald areas
of the head. Hair loss in non- transplanted areas may continue to
occur.”
